Project format:

Research-type, team project based on history and facts and can be presented in any format, e.g.
recital, debate, video, slides, drama, skit, poster or a combination thereof. Your own conclusions are
most important.

Submission could be in English or Chinese, or a combination of both.

Faculty advisors are permitted, but the students must conduct the research and do the presentation.
3 finalists in each group will be invited to present their work to a panel of judges.
